Things to Remember: 
 

In order to graduate from Tech High 

School, you must pass a minimum of 24 

required credits from Grade 9 to Grade 12. 

You must carry a minimum of 8 credits per 

year.  Refer to the Graduation Requirements 

on the T.L.C. website for specific core 

requirements in each subject area.  In some 

courses you may have to take an End of the 

Course Test (EOCT) which counts towards 

15% of your grade.  This test determines if 

you have learned State Required standards. 

There is also an 80 hour community service 

requirement for graduation. Community 

service forms are located in the Transitional 

Learning Center or you they can be 

downloaded from the T.L.C. website.
