The 11
th
 grade year is critical for post-secondary planning.  In the spring counselors will be meeting with 

students regarding post graduation opportunities. After identifying three career options, students need to 

investigate the educational or training requirements connected to that career. For students who are 

interested in continuing formal education, assessment requirements such as the SAT and ACT may be 

required.  By visiting potential educational institutions either in person or online, the student will become 

more familiar with available options. To optimize the learning experience students should use extended 

holidays, teacher work days or summer vacation for visits. 

  

For students who are interested in obtaining skill specific education for licensure, certifications, and 

higher technical expertise, a more diverse group of training options is available. To gain information 

about on-the-job-training, technical schools, military service, two-year colleges, and four-year colleges or 

universities, students are encouraged to visit the career center at the high school. 

 

Parents are encouraged to become involved in this evaluation process by visiting potential sites with their 

child. The family’s network may provide opportunities as job shadowing and summer internships. Parents 

should check their network for scholarship opportunities, to include employer, affiliations, organizations 

and church. 

 

Beginning in the Fall of Junior year, all students will be required to take and pass the GHSGT as a 

prerequisite for graduation. Students are provided five opportunities to pass all components of the test 

over a two year time span.  The writing test is taken in September and the Mathematics, Language Arts, 

Science, and Social Studies are given in March. To help prepare students for the GHSGT students and 

parents are encouraged to review practice test materials and study guides available on the TLC website.
