Check your professional email account
daily. Begin considering potential references.

On Financial Aid Night representatives will be available to talk to students about the ACT, SAT, and
financial aid. In March The Transitional Learning Center will host a Future Aspirations Day where
representatives from various colleges and universities, military organizations, workforce representatives,
tech prep information and business opportunities will be present. Information about actual job openings
will be available for the graduates also.

In all the excitement of the senior year the student needs to continue to stay focused on the behaviors that
have resulted in success thus far in the educational journey.

M Register for October and November SAT tests and ACT (October) tests

M Narrow your list of colleges to 5-10. Review it with your Academy Advisor. Request
admissions and financial aid applications. Visit as many as possible during breaks

M Students applying for early action or early decision should be meeting with their Academy
Advisor this month and preparing to submit your applications by early October

M Ask Instructors, Advisors, Academy Advisors, Job Supervisors, and Community Service
Supervisors for letters of recommendation to be submitted with your college applications

M Review your transcript

M Submit your Résumé to your Academy Advisor so that a proper letter of recommendation can be
written for you

M Begin writing application essays and ask your Language Arts instructor to review them

M Search and apply for scholarships by using the online resource center on the TLC website as a
tool

M Study! Read! Continue to do your very best work! Your college acceptance may
depend upon what you do this year




M Complete your college selection list if you have not already done so
M Watch for college application deadlines and required examinations deadlines

M Work on application essays as well as applications. Ask an English teacher and Academy Advisor
to review them

M Complete Early Action and Early Decision applications

M Update your résumé (list of accomplishments, extracurricular activities, work
experience, community service, etc.)

M SAT and ACT administration

M The American College Testing Program (ACT) administration

M Submit CSS/Financial Aid PROFILE (available online at www.collegeboard.com) — if necessary
M GHSGT Retest

M Early Action/Early Decision application deadlines (including early decision financial aid
application)

= Continue building your portfolio by updating high school activities, updating
resume, and adding letters of recommendation.

= Continually check the scholarship board, pick up the applications, complete
applications, proof read and return by deadline.

= Carefully choose your references. Ask if they are willing to be a reference,
provide information about you, and provide time.

= Avoid “Senior-itis.” Take care of business and watch deadlines.
= Make the most of your senior year. Enjoy the activities, including graduation.
