Encouragement, support, and
research are all essential to selecting a meaningful project.

Students have an obligation to maintaining and submitting a completed Community
Service Project Portfolio in order for Tech High to validate hours served. A comprehensive
portfolio may include short-term or long term projects. All forms should be completed for each
individual project. Required forms and information will be accessible at
www.techhighschool.org. Please visit the website frequently for updates and resources.

Tech High School promotes collaborative partnerships between family, faculty, students,
and community-based organizations through consultation and information. Assistance is
available for identifying appropriate community service partners. If there are any further
questions or suggestions for community service project ideas, please feel free to contact me at
your leisure.
