Tech High School currently uses the block scheduling 

model.  There may be room in the regular school 

year to retake some courses.  Students have the 

opportunity to take 4 credit units per semester.  

There are 8 credit units possible each year for 4 years 

of high school equaling 32 credits possible, if all are 

passed.  24 units are required for graduation.  Those 

required courses may be viewed atTech High School’s 

website on the T.L.C. page: www.techhighschool.org.

Students or parents must pre-request through the 

Academy Advisor, using a schedule request form, the 

course(s) you would like to add to your schedule.

If you are attempting to progress in the math 

curriculum without falling behind, you may need to 

consider taking a make-up course in summer school 

so that you are prepared for the next math course.

Georgia Virtual School (GAVS)

Registration windows are posted on the GAVS website. Students must register and be approved by 

facilitators for the courses.

Registration Window

Student self-register for courses. Local school facilitators approve students and provide payment (FTE, 

Students Will Pay, School pay) options.

Registration

All courses include a final exam. EOCTs for required courses must be administered by the school system 

at the end of each semester. 

Testing Requirements

Yes. Grade report sent to facilitator and school records personnel.Grade reported on transcript

Courses are completed within a standard school semester. Seven starting dates are available to students.Completion Time

Yes. Students using FTE funding generally complete the course (s) during the normal school day.Available anytime

Teacher lead instruction using asynchronous online courses. Instructional Model

FTE or Tuition based. Available to public, private, and homeschooled students.Cost

GAVS

Credit Recovery               

There is no registration window for credit recovery. Enrollment is available at any time of the 

year. Facilitators/monitors must enroll students in credit recovery courses once the student has created a 

GAVS account in registration.

Registration Window

Students register for GAVS account. Credit Recovery facilitator or monitor must enroll student in the 

course.

Registration

All courses include a final exam. EOCTs for required courses must be administered by the school system 

upon completion of the course material.

Testing Requirements

Yes. Local Credit Recovery facilitator retrieves grade from course and submits for inclusion on student's 

transcript.

Grade reported on transcript

Courses can be completed within any time frame. Guidelines are in place for inactive students.Completion Time

Yes. Students seeking credit recovery generally complete the courses outside of the normal school day.Available anytime

Teacherless instruction consisting of Flash/video presentations, graded assignments, web-based learning 

activities, and unit assessments.

Instructional Model

Free to Georgia Public Schools.Cost

Credit Recovery

Credit Recovery is a teacherless model designed for students to complete with limited assistance from a local school 
monitor or teacher. The variable login requirements along with a lengthened timeframe for completion will allow schools 

the flexibility necessary to implement the program for a variety of students. Credit recovery is NOT for students who 
need one-on-one help, or did not get a basic understanding of the course content the first time he/she attempted the 

course. 



Atlanta Public School - SUMMER SCHOOL PROGRAM

The purpose of APS Summer School Program is to provide high school 
students with the opportunity to retake English/Language Arts, Mathematics, 

Science, or Social Studies that are required for graduation.

Eligibility Criteria:

Specifically for students who did not pass required high school 
courses in English/Language Arts, Mathematics, Science, and 
Social Studies during the regular school year.

Program:

�The APS Summer School Guide and other valuable information are usually  
published around March to all local high schools.

�Summer school is held at an elected APS High School for approximately 4.5 
weeks during the months of June and July.  The hours are typically from 
7:30am -12:30pm.

�APS usually offers a select number of courses.  The final courses offered are 
determined based on the number of students pre-enrolled in the course.

�Students must provide their own transportation and no meals are served.

Tuition: Tuition is free for all students; however, there are a limited number of slots 
available for students.  Students are enrolled on a first come, first serve 
bases.

Students must register for Summer School with Tech High School. 

Registration will be announced once APS has released and supplied 

the Summer School Guide and registration documents to Tech High 

School. 



Alonzo A. Crim Evening School

ELIGIBLE STUDENTS:

Atlanta Public Schools evening school is primarily designed for seniors that need to make     
up credit hours for courses that would allow them to graduate the year they are enrolling for 
evening school. Exceptions can be made for juniors, but only if it is approved by the 
Executive Director of SRT-5. 

There are only a limited number of course offerings through Crim, it is advised that 
students take advantage of Georgia Virtual School as a first option and utilize evening 
school as a last resort.

PROCESS:

Application and Signatures:

All Tech High School students MUST receive approval from their Academy Advisor 
AND the Principal for enrollment by the appropriate registration deadline.  The 
application will only be processed if there is a signature from both.  A third signature 
from the Executive Director of SRT-5 is needed if the student needs to enroll in more 
than one course during a quarter. 

Payment: 

A fee of $135.00 per .5 units of credit should be paid directly to the Crim 
High School Office.  

FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE:

There is no financial assistance given under any circumstance for students enrolling in 
evening school.
